BROKEN AXLE-SHAFT

Wednesday afternoon 28 August | was on the way to the GE in my 1956 Cadillac
convertible. On the flyover to the A13, near Van der Valk in Nootdorp, | had to wait at

the traffic light. When driving away | slowly pushed the accelerator and....................

all | heard were strange noises underneath the car; something with the gearbox or the
drivetrain ? The car did not move one cm ahead, but moved slowly backward because
of the slope of the road. | braked and put the gear into “park”, but that did not help. |
braked again and pulled the handbrake, just in time to prevent hitting the car behind me.

We stood on a difficult place in busy traffic. Quickly | called
garage van Schie in Pijnacker. Half an hour later they were there
with their truck/ car ambulance and around one hour later the
Cadillac was back home. Lowered with a winch straight from the
ambulance onto the bridge in my garage . Bert van Schie, the
owner of the garage and driver of the truck enjoyed very much
how he managed to do that!

With another car to Noordwijkerhout, still on time for the
welcome diner. The view of some participants was that the
differential was damaged or one of the axle-shafts broken. Peter
van Rijswijk had a pair of used axle-shafts and a differential
available at home , so may-be there was hope to have the car
back on the road by Sunday.

Thursday the wheels removed; on each side the axle with the
hub taken out and yes .............. : on the right hand side only

20 cm of axle came out with the hub; the rest stayed behind in
the axle housing. After some messing about the rest of the axle
taken out. It was largely a very clean break. The bearings seemed
wom and also the oil seals needed replacement.
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Picked up the right axle-shaft from Peter ( left and right are
different in length) and made an appointment with Ruben de
Jong to have new bearings pressed on both axes. By then | had
clearly missed the deadline for the Sunday meeting of the GE
so | could take it easy (1 did go there, but without the Cadillac).
Eventually Wednesday 11 September | put the parts back in the
car. When turning the propeller shaft by hand no weird noises
came out of the differential. A test ide was made and everything
seemed back in working order.

Looking back, how could this have happened ? | received

different reactions:

* “in the past that happened often” to “ I have never heard of
that before “.

*  “they have purposely designed a weak point in the rear
axle, so that if both wheels are blocked the differential is not
damaged”.

*  “in earth moving equipment a breaking point is designed in
the axle shafts ( about 20 cm from the flange so that a fairly
long piece stays behind in the axle housing, which can be
pushed/fished out easily).”

Probably a matter of old agel But................ some days
earlier | had slowly come down a gentle slope (I had to return
because a road was blocked and there was not enough space to

turn the car) whilst the gearbox was still in “drive”. | only noticed that
when, after pushing the accelerator a little, | went ahead instead of
backwards as | had expected. A the time | thought that the fluid clutch
could easily cope with that, but maybe that was the moment that lead
to the problem !

Looking back it was a shame that | could not participate with the
Cadillac in the GE. Still | enjoyed very much what | have seen of it .

1932. Een serie B-Fords uit 1933 vormen de
overgang naar een imposante serie V8-model-
len uit de periode 1933 t/m 1948. De auto's

Natuurlijk ook
de indrukwekkende collectie van 18 Ford
Lincolns uit de 1e helft van de 20ste eeuw,
waaronder een prachtige gepantserde Lincoln
van Al Capone deed mij ruim een half uur stil
staan.

Cadillac unveiled the 2014 ELR at the North American
Intermational Auto Show. The sleek luxury coupe features
the first application of Extended Range Electric Vehicle
technology by a full-line luxury automotive brand.

“ELR is an unprecedented combination of luxury, advanced
engineering and progressive design in a coupe that is both
sporty and envimonmentally friendly,” said Bob Ferguson, Cadillac
global vice president. “This is a pivotal moment in Cadillac’s
history, as we continue our product-driven expansion.”

The ELR delivers on the promise of the Converj Concept on
which it is based. The exterior establishes a new, progressive
proportion for the brand while the interior introduces a

new design theme that will define future Cadillac models,
emphasizing modern elegance, technology and precisely crafted
details.

Industry-leading Extended Range Electric Vehicle (EREV)
technology provides full driving range exceeding 480 kmn,
combining pure electric driving and an efficient, range-extending
generator.

“ELR marks a fresh, even surprising new dimension of Cadillac,”
Ferguson said. “An additional aspect of ELR's appeal will be
exclusivity. It will be a specialized offering produced in limited
numbers.”

ELR'’s confident and responsive EREV driving technology is
enhanced with exclusive Regen on Demand and selectable drive
modes that enhance driving and make the most of efficiency.
Regen on Demand allows the driver to temporarily regenerate
energy from the ELR’s momentum into electricity that can be
stored in the battery pack for later use. It is engaged via steering-
wheel paddles adapted from traditional performance cars.

The industry-leading, proven EREV technology is uniquely tuned
for Cadillac in the ELR. Most daily commutes will require zero
gasoline with zero emissions. Longer trips are free from electric-
vehicle range anxiety because EREV technology enables the
same long-distance freedom as a conventional car.

The Cadillac ELR has an aggressive, forward-leaning profile that
introduces a new, progressive theme and proportion in Cadillac’s
design evolution. It carries over almost unchanged from the 2009
Converj concept that inspired it. The overall shape is reinforced
by a prominent, sweeping body line accented by 20-inch wheels
pushed to the edges of the body.

“The ELR represents a new dimension of Art & Science, the
guiding philosophy of Cadillac,” said Mark Adams, Cadillac
design director. “Cadillac’s DNA is innovation, with dramatic

and provocative design. ELR delivers this in a luxury coupe that
stands alone among major luxury brands globally.”

Vertical headlamp and taillamp elements create Cadillac’s
signature for the ELR, day or night and from the front or rear - a
brand tradition since 1948.

Aerodynamics play a crucial role in the design as airflow is
managed to help the vehicle slip through the air with minimal
drag. A flush front fascia and grille - with active shutters behind
the grille opening - as well as tapered fascia comers, enable air
to move easily around the car to reduce drag. In the rear, sharp
edges and a carefully designed spoiler also manage airflow. An
aggressive rake on the windshield and back glass help reduce
turbulence and drag and contribute to ELR’s 0.305 coefficient of
drag.
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powered electric generator capable of 154 kW (209 hp) of total
system power.

The ELR's battery is a T-shaped, 16.5 kWh lithium-ion battery
pack, located along the centerine of the vehicle, between the
front and rear wheels for optimal weight distribution. The 1.6 m
long, 198 kg pack supplies energy to an advanced electric drive
unit capable of 400 Nm of instant torque to propel the vehicle.

A driver-selectable Hold mode directs when the ELR uses its
electric generator. This feature helps optimize the electric-driving
experience, allowing owners who mix city and highway driving to
save the battery charge for city travel, where the ELR EV mode
operates most efficiently.

Charging the ELR'’s battery can be done with a 230V electrical
outlet or a dedicated 240V charging station. The vehicle can be
completely recharged in about 4.5 hours using the 240V charging
station, depending on the outside temperature.

Once the vehicle is plugged in, owners can schedule either
immediate or delayed charges, even coordinating charging
according to departure time or when electricity rates are lower.
Owners also can manage and monitor the ELR online or with
their smartphone and RemoteLink, a mobile app powered by
OnStar.

The ELR's battery is covered by an eight-year/160,000-kilometer
warranty.

Driving confidence is further enhanced by advanced suspension
and damping systems, including Gontinuous Damping
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
